Members’ Items  
i) Up-to-date details on the PWLB loan, taken out to erect the Skatepark in 2013, shared with all members. 
ii) Clerk – salary increase. Further to the National Salary Award for 2021/22, the Clerk is entitled to an increase in salary in line with the updated SCP table. A copy of the NALC circular, detailing the increased rates, shared with the Council, along with more specific, pro-rata figures, relating to the Esclusham role. Full details and figures are contained in the ‘Note to Councillors’, which was included in the agenda pack for the meeting, a copy of which is held in the Council’s files. The pay increase is to be implemented with effect from the 1st of April 2021 and the Clerk is, therefore, also entitled to back pay – figures contained in the aforementioned ‘Note to Councillors’.
In addition, as per a contract signed in April 2013, and subject to satisfactory performance, the Clerk should progress automatically through a salary scale via annual increments, until arriving at the maximum. Since the comprehensive review undertaken in 2020, the Clerk’s role is classified as LC2 (24-28) (substantive benchmark rate) and, in early 2020, the Clerk was placed on SCP24, being the starting point within the range. Again, full details contained in the ‘Note to Councillors’, as mentioned above.
Following confirmation from the Chair of Finance, Cllr Richard Elias, that all the figures relating the Esclusham Clerk’s role had been checked and confirmed as correct, and his proposal that the Council ratify the above, it was unanimously agreed that:
i) The Clerk’s salary be increased in line with the SCP table furnished with the NALC circular dated the 2nd of March 2022 > this to be on a pro-rata basis as at 30 hours per week.  Precise calculated figures contained in the ‘Note to Councillors’, a copy of which is held on file.

ii) The Clerk’s SCP to be raised to SCP25 and the salary figure increased, on a pro-rata basis, in line with the aforementioned SCP table.

Action: Clerk to be on diary to implement the new rates as from the end of April 2022.
iii) Caretakers – hourly rate. As in previous years, the caretakers will be entitled to a modest increase in their hourly rate, presumably wef April 2021, and in line with previously agreed procedures, this rate would mirror that of their peers at WCBC. The Clerk confirmed that he would make the usual enquiries of the Local Authority and advise the Council accordingly. Action: Clerk

Chair’s announcements – Cllr Perkins welcomed everyone to the last formal meeting of the current Community Council
3. 
County Councillors’ Reports – Cllr Mark Pritchard 
i) Active Travel Scheme – Station Road towards the park. Whilst the pathway was now complete, there are some ‘extras’, such as two benches, to be located in the area. Cllr Pritchard also advised that the three green bins, purchased by ECC, are now held by WCBC and two of these are to replace the current black bins situated in the Station Road area. Cllr Pritchard re-iterated that the work done was to be phase 1 of a longer term project > funds permitting, of course. An outline explanation was given by Cllr Pritchard regarding the proposed phases 2,3 and 4, precise details of which would be further expanded upon if, and when, the work progressed. Suitable lighting, possibly low level, is being considered for all aspects of the scheme – including phase 1.
ii) Cllr Pritchard mentioned that part of the above works, probably included in the latter phases, would see improvements to a pathway leading from the Esless estate onto Bersham Road. Cllr Nat Cargius expressed support for the proposal although pointing out the lack of a suitable pavement along the Bersham Road leading into Bryn Offa. Once again concerns were raised regarding the speed of vehicles travelling along Bersham Road with one car recently having hit the wall leading into the bends. Community Council concerns regarding speeding vehicles have been passed on to both NWP and WCBC on a number of occasions.
iii) Cllr Graham Blackmore asked if there were any plans regarding vehicular access onto the disused railway line path from Eldon Grove, Cllr Pritchard confirmed that various options were being looked at and, if a firm decision taken, the plans would be shared with the Community Council ahead of implementation.
iii) Cllr Phil Penk asked Cllr Pritchard if improvement work to the A483 leading downhill from the Gresford roundabout, was scheduled for the near future. Cllr Pritchard advised that it was his understanding that the Welsh Trunk Road Agency are looking at remedial works as a matter of priority.

Members’ Items/Action List
a) NWP/ECC police liaison meeting – report following 6th April meeting. Cllr John Perkins read out the minutes from said meeting:
POLICE LIAISON MEETING –  6th APRIL 2022  Present :- PCSO Sara Williams, Cllr John Perkins, Cllr Mark Pritchard and the Clerk, Bryn Jones. Apologies received from Cllr Graham Blackmore

Police Update > March:  Copies to be shared with the full Council on Monday. As NWP have given apologies Cllrs John Perkins and Mark Pritchard may be able to expand somewhat on matters raised therein – although, as cases are ongoing, NWP are unable to share a great deal. Monday: Cllr John Perkins went through the Update with the Council and dealt with any questions relating to matters thereon, although advising members that he could not expand much on the entries shown.
Police – Offa/Esclusham Team > Sara will send the Clerk an updated list, which can then be placed on the ECC noticeboards. Monday: The Clerk confirmed that updates had been received.
‘Abandoned’ car at the rear of the Parish Hall > As a number of complaints have been received regarding the vehicle, NWP are working in tandem with ECC to attempt to contact the purported owner. The Clerk will place a further formal letter on the windscreen. Matter is ongoing, and things may well come to a head before the end of April. Monday: Cllrs Mark Pritchard and John Perkins added some background and advised members that matters should be sorted by the next Council meeting in May.
Speeding > Bersham Road: NWP will, once again, look to arrange for the GoSafe van to attend and will also ask officers to attend with a speed gun. Only the former can issue tickets for speeding although any driver stopped and given a warning by PCSOs, may be charged if breaking other laws. Concerns relating to speeding in Bersham especially through the traffic calming area, remain ongoing. The Clerk confirmed that he will also write to Insp Luke Hughes regarding the matter (see AP).
b) Cllr Val Morgan updated the Council following a recent meeting with Rachel Carter of One Voice Wales, Cllr Morgan and the Clerk met with Rachel at the Parish Hall, whereupon the former took her to a small number of locations within Esclusham to explain, and show, various ‘planting plans’ being considered over the next year or two. Of most interest to Rachel was the possibility of funding being made available for any work done on the, albeit small, Henblas Road site, where a ‘Community Garden’ might be considered. Cllr Morgan advised that, whilst this had been considered, it might, at present, be more feaseable to undertake a minor planting scheme at the site. Any developments will be shared with the Council. Cllr Mark Pritchard also mentioned that at least one site within Esclusham was earmarked as a wildflower meadow – precise details to be confirmed when planting ready to commence.
c) At the recent annual meeting of the Community Gardens Association, a number of alleged issues had been raised by the incumbent of the allotment site behind the Parish Hall. Further to this, Cllr Mark Pritchard (also Chair of the CGA) and the Clerk had visited the site and are of the opinion that, in the main, the matters raised do not warrant further discussion. Cllr Pritchard confirmed that suitable feedback had been given to the plotholder although acknowledging to him that a new gatepost was required, removal of the ‘abandoned’ car a must and the clearing away of built-up leaf detritus was to be actioned asap. The Clerk confirmed that he would also be happy to convey the aforementioned response to the plotholder, either in writing or when next seen face-to-face. Cllr Pritchard stated that, barring the tasks mentioned above, he was of the opinion that the matter was at a close. Action: Clerk to be on diary to re-visit in a couple of months/speak with plotholder.
d) Further to the most recent meeting of the Esclusham Fete committee, Cllr Sarah Love, expressed slight concerns regarding car parking on Fete day (25/6). In previous years, part of the football pitch was utilised for parking, but, perhaps understandably, Rhostyllen FC were not agreeable to the pitch being similarly used this year. They are, of course, accepting of the fact that vehicle access onto the Fete field must be granted through the entrance gate and over the pitch – but no actual parking thereon. Cllr Love had mooted approaching the factory opposite but long-serving Councillors reminded their colleagues that it was passed by the Community Council a number of years ago that there would be no vehicular access/egress through the gate opening-up onto Vicarage Hill. Street parking alongside the Fete field and football pitch would, therefore, supplement the parking available at the Parish Hall on the 25th of June.
e) Area of land known as the ‘Steel Houses site’ > further to members of the Friends of RPHT undertaking hedge-trimming at the site, correspondence was received from a resident of Y Ddol asking that any work on the site desist unless local residents were consulted. No further work is planned in the near future, certainly until WCBC have made a formal decision on the site, and, therefore any proposals are to be re-visited for 2023. Action: Clerk to diarise for Q4 2022.

ACTION PLAN: 

Item: Planning issue at property on Station Road – Cllr Mark Pritchard confirms – no further action.

Item: ‘Steel Houses Site – Cllr Mark Pritchard advised that matters was, at last, progressing with regard to WCBC leasing/gifting the land in question to ECC. However, all have been made aware that there will be no further developments at the site this year – see also ‘Members Items {e} above).

Planning Items & Reports      
Applications
P/2022/0080 (amended) – application for a “single storey rear extension” at 5 Trevor Avenue, Rhostyllen, Wrexham. Already circulated and as responses required by the 4th of April, any comments asked for by the 1st of April. Action taken: WCBC advised on the 3/4 that ECC have no objections to the application. Noted
P/2022/0277 – application re “reserved matters pursuant to outline planning permission P/2019/0829 (access, appearance, landscaping, layout and scale) – erection of dwelling” at Hillcroft, Wrexham Road, Pentrebychan, Wrexham. Already circulated. Following discussion the Clerk was instructed to advise WCBC that ECC have no objections to the application, although referring the planning officer to comments made in respect of the original application (P/2019/0829), being as follows: “The Community Council would wish to point out that, historically, the area in question has been subject to considerable flooding, albeit not in recent years.
