Chair’s announcements – none
3. 
County Councillors’ Reports  - Cllr Mark Pritchard:.......
a) Advised that the past month had been one of the busiest he had encountered in his role as the Local Elected Member. Matters shared with the Community Council:
b) Firstly, Cllr Pritchard confirmed that WCBC are looking at making some initial progress on the upgrading of the disused railway line path from Brackenwood Close to Station Road. Members are aware that a bid for funds had been made by the Local Authority to undertake substantial works along the corridor in question under the Active Travel Scheme, and whilst confirmation has not yet been formally received, WCBC are looking at what work can initially be undertaken – such as drainage. Cllr Pritchard is to keep the Council updated as to any developments. 
c) Work was progressing on the proposed development on National Trust land and Cllr Pritchard confirmed that he was in fairly regular, ongoing, discussion with SG Estates regarding matters pertaining to the site. Members are aware of substantial theft from the site in the early days of construction. Cllr Pritchard confirmed that the Council would be updated monthly should there be any developments. All agreed that an adherence to the previously agreed conditions was paramount and any proposal to remove any would require careful consideration by all concerned. Upon being questioned, Cllr Pritchard confirmed that it was his understanding that a new zebra crossing, or similar, would be constructed across the Wrexham Road during the early stages of the work.
d) Bersham Bank – no further firm developments, although some discussion has taken place. The Council are aware that there is an appeal pending with the Welsh Government Inspectorate and the outcome is awaited.
e) Cllr Pritchard advised that he would update the Council of any developments regarding the possible moving of the public footpath, currently closed temporarily, that will now run directly through the, first stage, building site. It is believed that WCBC are in discussion with the developer.
f) There have been some distraction burglaries in Rhostyllen and Cllr Pritchard has spoken with North Wales Police.

g) Bersham streetlight: Cllr Pritchard advised that WCBC had furnished him with a total costing of £3,712.00 + VAT, for re-locating the streetlight, next to Penny Cottage, by the entrance into Y Ddol, Bersham. This would include WCBC costs of £2,109.00 for labour, plant and materials and a Scottish Power cost of £1,603.00, being a mains service transfer cost - as summarized in the WCBC e-mail dated the 1st February. In addition, WCBC ask for confirmation of the Community Council’s previously mooted financial contribution. As previously discussed, whilst the column is the responsibility of WCBC, the Community Council are prepared to commit a sum of £500 to the proposed works in view of the perceived health & safety implications of the column being left in its current location. The Council unanimously ratified a one-off contribution of £500, should this be acceptable to WCBC. Action: Clerk advise WCBC.

a) Police Liaison Meeting NWP/ECC due to be held on the 8th February > Cllr John Perkins:
Present: Cllr John Perkins, Cllr Mark Pritchard and the Clerk, Bryn Jones.  Apologies from Cllr Graham Blackmore. In addition, North Wales Police advised that they are unable to attend.

Items as per e-mail from PC Lucia Pritchard ahead of the meeting:
i) Reports of further theft of fencing from the SG Estates building site off Wrexham Road > second report in a few days.  NWP patrols have been increased during the night. Cllr Mark Pritchard advised that he had suggested to the site manager that they look to employ a nightwatchman.

ii) Further to previous damage caused, anti social behaviour at the Rhostyllen FC ground being monitored. NWP patrols are ongoing and the Community Safety team have begun to try and improve security there to prevent further issues.

iii) Should anyone be concerned about cold callers/rogue traders they are encouraged to contact NWP via either the Offa team e-mail address or to telephone 101. Emergency > phone 999. Lucia advises that they have had some incidents in Offa and bordering areas. Wrexham Trading Standards can also be contacted for guidance. 

iv) PCSO Laura Cooper will shortly be arranging a ‘Cuppa with a Copper’ event at the Parish Hall. Details to follow but expected to marry-up with when the ‘warm places’ cafe is open on a Tuesday and Thursday morning.

Following discussion regarding NWP presence at the NWP/ECC Police Liaison meeting, Cllrs Pritchard and Perkins suggested that the Clerk invite a member of the Sergeants team to attend next month. Also consider speaking with Insp Luke Hughes.

Should Councillors wish to raise any concerns regarding police matters > please advise the Clerk and this can be raised at the next NWP/ECC Police Liaison meeting
b)  Cllr John Perkins shared details of a project that he had become involved in with WCBC officers. Due to his involvement with the two sculptures located at the Rhostyllen Memorial Gardens, Cllr Perkins was approached by WCBC officers who asked if he would be prepared to become involved in looking at a design for a memorial to be located at the Wrexham Memorial Gardens, which are behind the Cenotaph, near to the Memorial Hall. Cllr Perkins shared proposed plans and diagrams with the Council and will keep members updated should the scheme proceed to installation.

We are advised: “the cost of the inspections and any maintenance costs will rise each year according to the cost of inflation and tender prices received”. 
Following discussion, the Council is unanimous in wishing to renew the SLA for a further twelve months and the Clerk was instructed to advise WCBC, and to sign the SLA on behalf of ECC > this must be returned to WCBC by the 1st of March. Action: Clerk
b) E-mail relating to the consultation on the draft Public commemoration in Wales: guidance for public bodies. Links to both the aforementioned document, together with guidance on the consultation process, contained in the said e-mail > forwarded to all Councillors on the 10th of January. Responses requested by the 21st of February 2023. Noted
c) WCBC – details of a live consultation on proposals to make a new Public Space Protection Order (PSPO) covering areas of the City Centre. E-mail dated the 25th January, with link, forwarded to Councillors on the 25/1. Consultation is live until the 20th of February. Noted 
d) WCBC – ‘Consultation for the Council Plan 2023-2028’. E-mail containing required links and attachments forwarded to Councillors on the 2nd of February. End date for comment is the 14th of March. The Clerk will print-off paper copies upon request. ++ Further e-mail received regarding the paper copy of the consultation > both the Welsh and English versions should be as one document. The Clerk confirmed that a copy of the updated document is held on file - Councillors advised, for information only, on the 6th of February. Noted
e) WCBC – e-mail from Gary Jones, Climate Change and Carbon Reduction Officer at WCBC. E-mail forwarded to all Councillors on the 6/2. As part of WCBC declaring a Climate Emergency, and having set ambitious plans to be carbon neutral by 2030, they have partnered with Agent, a brand agency based in the North West, who: “have been commissioned to conduct a series of engagements with stakeholders and expert witnesses, both internally and externally to the Council”. Anyone interested in taking part, required to respond as instructed in the attached letter. Noted
f) Esclusham Community Fete 2023 – the Clerk read out a letter from the Fete Committee asking:

i) Formally requesting the exclusive use of the Parish Hall, surrounding car park, adjacent football pitch and recreation ground from the evening of Friday the 23rd of June until end-of-day on Saturday the 24th of June. Following discussion, the Council unanimously agreed to the request and the Clerk was instructed to deal with logistics. Action: Clerk 
ii) As in previous years it is asked if the Clerk could write to WCBC furnishing a formal request to use the field during the above period. At the same time, the Clerk is to furnish WCBC with the relevant insurance details and risk assessments. Again, all agreed.
Action: Clerk write to WCBC asking for sole use of the playing field on the 23rd and 24th of June. In addition: Action: Furnish WCBC with details of the Council’s Insurance, as in previous years.
