Chair’s announcements –  Cllr Elias, who was earlier unanimously voted to continue in the role of Chair of Finance,  had forwarded a note via the Clerk, the content of which was shared with the Council. Summary of what mentioned by Cllr Elias


i) “I again apologise for not being able to attend the AGM/Council meeting”
ii) “I would like to thank the Clerk for all his work on the accounts”.

iii) “Towards year-end the Council’s reserves dropped below the required 25% of Precept, in the main due to the outstanding monies due from HMRC > the Clerk has been asked to process as soon as able, by the end of Q2 at the latest”.



iv) “The accounts show a deficit of £4k overall > due to increases in wages and utilities”.
v) To build up the Council’s cash reserves, Cllr Elias suggested that, should the promised monies be received from SG Estates, part of this is placed in a savings account where it can earn interest. Cllr Elias is, however, aware that the Council have already accepted that the initial £50k payment was to be utilised towards work on Spring Road although he is of the opinion that should have been the responsibility of WCBC, as initially agreed. 
In response to Cllr Elias’ comments, Cllr Mark Pritchard wished it placed on record that the Community Council had already formally agreed that the initial £50k due from SG Estates, was to be put towards work on Spring Road.

vi) Cllr Elias also mentioned other matters, which he would propose discussing during 2024. 


a) Community Facilities: inherited payment from WCBC to Esclusham Bowling Club.

b) HTC – grass cutting > ECC currently pay a contractor to keep the graveyard tidy.

c) Street lighting – re-visit costs, both power and maintenance, by end of summer.
d) Play areas – Chair of Finance and Clerk to liaise with WCBC re work required. Consider applying for a PWLB loan.

County Councillors’ Reports – Cllr Mark Pritchard 
i) Cllr Pritchard wished to thank Cllr Jean Kelly for her time as Chair and also wished to welcome Cllr Gemma Richards as the new Chair.

ii) Cllr Pritchard expressed disappointment that the £50k promised payment from SG Estates had still not been received, although he was of the opinion that it would be received ahead of the end of ‘phase 1’.

iii) When the Parish Hall kitchen has been upgraded and the Clerk’s office decorated, this would add to a number of works carried out as a community benefit. 

iv) Upon being asked by Cllr Val Morgan, Cllr Pritchard advised that the Church Street lights and the pedestrian crossing by the Holy Trinity Church, were imminent. He promised to re-visit and try and obtain firm timecales.

v) The expected bridges on the National Trust land are still nowhere near being installed > Cllr Pritchard will update the Council on a regular basis/if any developments.  
vi) Cllr Pritchard advised that a survey is being undertaken to look at viable alternatives to continuing the pathway over Station Road. Again, he promised to keep the Council abreast of any developments.

6.
Members’ Items/Action List
a) NWP/ECC police liaison meeting > 8th May: Cllr John Perkins:-
Present:- PCSO Laura Cooper, PCSO Sara Williams, Cllr John Perkins and Clerk, Bryn Jones. Apologies received from Cllr Graham Blackmore.
Offa team: further changes. Laura has promised to send an updated list of officers and contact details via the Clerk > this can be shared with the Community Council and, where applicable, residents. Currently: 2 x PCs > PC Lucia Pritchard and PC Rebecca Thompson. 4 x PCSOs > PCSO Gethin Thomas, PCSO Megan Dickinson, PCSO Laura Cooper and PCSO Sara Williams, who has just returned from maternity leave.

Motor bikes: The Clerk mentioned that a number of Councillors and residents had expressed concern regarding the motorbike(s) recently seen, and heard, along the disused railway line path. Laura advised that a motorbike was recently seized at the location, although the rider eluded capture. It is believed that NWP are aware of the name of the youth and, no doubt, there will be further developments.

Memorial Gardens: Laura advised that NWP had recently been called to the Memorial Gardens, where young people had gathered. They were not causing any damage, nor ASB, but were sitting on the bench and talking loudly. The left as soon as asked and it was suggested that they find somewhere else to sit and chat > the Memorial Gardens not being a place for loud chatter.



ASB: Laura advised that officers had been called to a local shop where youths were causing a bit of a nuisance – linked, it is believed, to a dog not being allowed into the shop. Laura is of the understanding that a yellow card was subsequently issued to one of the youths.

Theft: One local – but very little information given at the meeting.

Speeding bicycles: Cllr Perkins mentioned bicycles speeding along pavements on the Johnstown Road – where pavements are wider than most.

Phone calls: a local business has been receiving a number of ‘hate calls’ with what believed to have been said, quite insulting and not what expected in this day and age.
b) Proposed work to kitchen & Clerk’s office > Cllr Jean Kelly advised that she, Cllr Mark Pritchard and caretaker, Debbie Jenkins, had met-up with the contractor in respect of improvements to the kitchen, and work is due to commence around the 20th of July. The Clerk also confirmed that he had spoken with the contractors regarding the Clerk’s office. Both to be done concurrently, as a Community Benefit.
c) Cllr Val Morgan updated the Council as to plans for the former allotment site behind the Parish Hall now that the area was no longer rented out and was, once again, the responsibility of the Community Council, The Friends of RPHT team have a number of ideas for utilising the site and further updates will be given to the Council as matters progress. The Council thanked Cllr Morgan and the Friends of RPHT team for the work done so far, and gave unanimous support to the future proposals, as briefly mentioned by Cllr Morgan. 
d) Cllr Morgan initially asked if the Community Council would support benches being located on grassed land alongside Station Road – no cost implication. Following brief discussion, however, Cllr Pritchard advised that he would, as a starting point, speak with WCBC officers to establish if the Local Authority would be able to move this matter along. Action: Cllr Mark Pritchard.
e) ‘Focal point’ (finial) previously on the Parish Hall roof > Cllr Val Morgan asked if the Council could consider supporting the installation of a replacement finial for the one that fell off some years ago. The Clerk showed Councillors the previous finial. In the first instance, Cllr Pritchard will liaise with the Clerk and Cllr Morgan regarding options. Action: as shown.
Cllr Pritchard also suggested that ECC look at the possibility of replacing the clock that once graced the roof of the Parish Hall. Subject to cost, the Council are unanimously in favour. Action: as above.

b) Wrexham Sounds – e-mail detailing some background as to the work carried out in “the County of Wrexham” and asking if ECC could consider making a donation as support. Following discussion, the Clerk was instructed to place the paperwork in the S137 file, for consideration at the bespoke meeting due in Q1 2025. Action: Clerk.

c) Independent Networks Co-Operative Association – briefing re Telegraph poles. E-mail forwarded to Councillors on the 13th of May. Noted but Cllr Phil Penk asked whether Cllr Mark Pritchard is aware of possible local impact. Following a brief discussion, Cllr Pritchard asked if the Clerk could write to the WCBC Planning Dept to ascertain possible numbers within Esclusham. Action: Clerk. 

d) Wrexham Miners Project - ‘90th Anniversary of the Gresford Disaster’. E-mail and completed S137 grant application received advising of the plans to mark the said anniversary. Copy e-mail and application form shared with Councillors. In view of the timescale (September 1934 > 2024), and the mining history of the area, the Council wished to award a grant of £150. Action:  Clerk.
e) Llangollen International Musical Eisteddfod – letter giving some background to the Eisteddfod and asking if the Community Council could consider making a donation. Following discussion, the Clerk was instructed to place the paperwork in the S137 file, for consideration at the bespoke meeting due in Q1 2025. Action: Clerk.
f) Lightsource bp – e-mail received advising that the statutory consultation for the Plas Power Solar and Energy Storage project has now closed. Copy shared with members. As previously advised, as the proposed project is classed as a Development of National Significance, the application will be made to PEDW (Planning and Environment Decisions Wales), which will make a recommendation to Welsh Ministers on whether or not to grant permission. Lightsource bp are expected to submit a planning application in summer 2024, and it is understood that PEDW will subsequently undertake a five week consultation, where further comments on the proposal, as contained in the final planning application, can be submitted directly. When contacted by PEDW, the matter will be placed on the next meeting agenda for further discussion.

In addition, Lightsource bp will “continue to engage with the community regarding our community benefit fund, should consent be granted, and once the project is operational”.
