CHAIR : Cllr John Perkins
· At 7:00pm, with both the Chair and Vice Chair having given apologies, and following brief discussion amongst Councillors present, it was proposed that Cllr John Perkins take the Chair. This proposal was unanimously approved and Cllr Perkins proceeded to Chair the meeting.

2. 
Chair’s announcements – Cllr John Perkins wished to place on record his thanks to all those present who had taken part in yesterdays’ Remembrance Sunday Service and Parade > “ weather permitting – it all went smoothly”.
3. 
County Councillors’ Report – Cllr Mark Pritchard:

i) Further to the Old Black Horse (‘Middle pub’) changing hands, Cllr Pritchard has been made aware by both Cllr Nicci Davies-Williams and Cllr Darcy Davies-Williams that they are, temporarily it is hoped, living in Coedpoeth, which is outside Esclusham community, although he understands that they both hope to move back to Rhostyllen. Cllr Pritchard proposed that, in view of their uncertain situation, both be allowed to remain on the Community Council pending an outcome regarding residency. The Council unanimously agreed that both Cllr Nicci Davies-Williams and Cllr Darcy Davies-Williams be allowed a period of 3 months maximum to, once again, reside within Esclusham or consider leaving the Community Council. Action: Clerk to diarise to speak to both councillors before year-end.
ii) Cllr Pritchard advised that the Welsh Government have been undertaking checks on the stability of coal spoil tips and whilst confirmation paperwork and additional information was still awaited, it appears that the Bersham Bank will be in category C, which, it is believed, requires annual inspection. Cllr Pritchard is of the opinion that the Community Council may wish to obtain further clarification on this and ask that the Clerk query whether or not it should be in category D, which have half yearly inspections. With formal paperwork due, it is believed, any day, this matter can be re-visited at next month’s meeting, when fuller details will be known. Action: Clerk to ensure that this matter appears on the December agenda if full information has been received – and write to query the category if the Council confirm.
iii) Bersham Bank – Cllr Pritchard has been advised that the current owners, Glenside, are looking to put up for sale. Monitor for developments/Cllr Pritchard will update accordingly.
iv) Cllr Pritchard echoed Cllr Perkins’ comments regarding Remembrance Sunday – “a very good day” although he did have some suggestions that the Council might wish to consider as from next year. These he will expand upon at ‘Items for Clerk (a), below.
vi) Cllr Phil Penk asked a general question regarding the recent Welsh Government exercise in reducing most 30mph roads to 20mph and whether WCBC are looking at making further changes/exceptions. Cllr Pritchard advises that officers are looking at this very matter on an ongoing basis, although he is of the opinion that it could take months for any/all changes to be finalised.
vii) SG Estates development - upon being asked for an update by Cllr Richard Elias, Cllr Pritchard advised that work was to commence soon on traffic lights at the Church St crossroads, as well as pedestrian crossings over the Wrexham Road. Cllr Pritchard promised to keep the Community Council appraised of any developments.

Members’ Items/Action List
a) Police Liaison Meeting NWP/ECC held on the 8th November 2023 > Cllr Graham Blackmore:
Present:- PC Nicola Gaskell, PCSO Gethin Thomas, Cllr John Perkins, Cllr Graham  Blackmore and the Clerk, Bryn Jones. Apologies from Cllr Mark Pritchard

PC Nicola Gaskell has joined the team instead of PC Chris Wadsworth, who is currently undertaking a temporary sergeant’s role. Therefore:

Offa NWP team: PC Lucia Pritchard, PC Nicola Gaskell, PCSO Laura Cooper, PCSO Gethin Thomas, PCSO Meg Dickinson and PCSO Sara Williams (currently on maternity leave).

Town Inspector: we are advised that the new ‘Town’ Inspector: Heidi Stokes, is now fully in position and it is hoped that she will be in touch with the local Community Councils before year-end.  The Clerk is to look at inviting her to a future police liaison meeting.

Remembrance Sunday Service & Parade: Further to previous correspondence received from PC Lucia Pritchard, Nicola and Gethin confirmed that NWP will be present on Sunday morning. NWP will be outside the Church by 10:45am, to shepherd the parade across the Wrexham Road and then be at the Memorial Gardens crossroads to monitor/direct traffic. ALL traffic will be stopped for the two minute silence at 11:00am. Sgt Rhian Hughes will lay a wreath at the Gardens on behalf of NWP. Officers invited to post-event ‘refreshments’ at the Parish Hall.

Youth Club: Gethin is of the understanding that PCSO Laura Cooper visited the local Youth Club sometime in the past two or three weeks. The Clerk will ask for feedback from Laura, when she is next at the Parish Hall.
Tuesday Club: Gethin, accompanied by PC Lucia Pritchard, attended a recent meeting > went well and a number of crime prevention items shared out.

ASB (1): further to anti social behaviour recently seen towards the residents of 1 Vicarage Hill, Rhostyllen: CCTV now in place and Gethin believes that things have died down somewhat. Ad-hoc visits continue. Meeting: it is understood that issues have re-commenced and NWP to be asked for a further update at the December meeting.
ASB (2): football ground > once again, officers confirmed that the football ground was still subject to regular PCSO visits. Whilst youths have been spotted playing football on the pitch > no ASB evident (lately).

ASB(3): Memorial Gardens > CCTV now up-and-running and ASB appears to have subsided. NWP will still visit on an ad-hoc basis. 

Speeding: further to Cllr Nat Cargius mentioning the increased traffic numbers passing through Bersham and along the Bersham Road, probably due to the 20mph on Ruthin Road, and his concerns both as to the volume of traffic and the speed at which some vehicles drive through the traffic calming area of Bersham and along the long stretch towards Wrexham > Gethin advised that NWP will attend the area with a speed gun in the next day or two. In addition, the Clerk advised that he is to speak with WCBC in an attempt to have ‘speed bands’ placed part-way along Bersham Road > same position as previous whereby data can be compared. If data warrants it, the Go-Safe van will visit.

Senior Citizens Christmas party on the 8/12: both officers made a note of the date and starting time and will, if able attend for a short period. They will also advise colleagues who may be on duty that evening.

b) Electric Chargers at the Parish Hall - Cllr Penk advised the Council that matters are progressing but he is unable, at present, to give any more details. A fuller update will, it is hoped, be given to the Council early in 2024.
c) Cllr Richard Elias advised that he, Cllr John Perkins, Cllr Graham Blackmore and the Clerk met-up with representatives of Coleg Cambria to look at facilitating discussion at having the statues ‘spruced-up’ by students. Outcome was promising and a further meeting is to be arranged once relevant individuals from the college have visited the Gardens > which, it is very much hoped, will happen within a week or two. Cllr Elias and the Clerk confirmed that they would remain close and any developments shared with the Community Council,
d) Cllr Phil Penk confirmed that the Christmas tree light switch-on/Carol service is earmarked for the 7th of December > all Councillors invited.
e) Cllr Mark Pritchard advised that he would, once again this year, arrange the visit of the Santa Sleigh to Esclusham – costs to be shared between ECC and RCC, who organise for their wards. Cllr Pritchard confirmed that he is aware of the already-committed events that the Community Council have arranged for early December, and will ensure that there will not be a clash this year > as we had last year.

Planning Items & Reports      
Applications
P/2023/0653 – application for the “variation of condition 2 of planning permission P/2007/0686 (plot substitution 83-116)” on land at Wrexham Road, Rhostyllen, Wrexham. Already circulated. Comments initially requested by the 1st of November, but an extension granted until Tuesday the 14th of November. Following discussion, the Clerk was instructed to advise WCBC that ECC do not have any objections to the application, but would ask that it ensures that any future ‘phases’ of building include the affordable units from phase 2, as stated on the opening page of the Design statement. Action: Clerk
P/2023/0662 – application for the “erection of 9 dwellings” at the Bersham Sports and Social Club, Bersham Road, Bersham, Wrexham. Already circulated. Comments initially requested by the 3rd of November, but an extension granted until Tuesday the 14th of November. Following discussion, the Clerk was instructed to advise WCBC that ECC do not have any objections to the application. However, the Council ask that it be conditioned that any properties built on the said location, be respectful of Bersham’s Conservation Area status. Action: Clerk.
P/2023/0199 – application for the “erection of detached dwelling” at the former Bunker Hill Cottages, Berse Lane, Bersham, Wrexham. The application is for amended plans and a change made in the description. The updated Location Plan and Proposed floor plans differ from the original application (March 2021) which was for the “proposed reconstruction of Bunkers Hill cottage to a holiday let”. In June 2023, CADW removed the property (9 & 10 Bunkers Hill) from the statutory list of buildings of special architectural interest – hence, presumably, the amended plans. Already circulated and as responses requested by the 7th of November (14 days), any comments or a request for an extension, asked for by the 6th of November. Action taken: WCBC advised on the 7th of November that Esclusham Community Council have no objections to the application.
P/2023/0699 – application for the ‘erection of modular nursery classroom and creation of car park” at The Bungalow, Henblas Road, Rhostyllen, Wrexham. Already circulated. Comments requested by the 28th of November. Following discussion, the Clerk was instructed to advise WCBC that ECC do not have any objections to the application. However, the Council would ask that, prior to commencing building, the ground level be lowered to avoid the possibility of car park users overlooking neighbouring properties. Action:Clerk

d) Wrexham Area Civic Society – ‘Annual Awards Evening of the Society’. e) Rhostyllen Football Club – copy of a letter sent to WCBC regarding the availability of funding options. The football club wishes to keep the Community Council appraised of their plans and content of the said letter shared with Councillors. Cllr Mark Pritchard confirmed that he/WCBC would contact Mr Roberts to discuss options/what needs to be done and the Clerk instructed to acknowledge a copy of the correspondence and to advise Mr Roberts that the Community Council broadly supports the plans envisaged by Rhostyllen FC. f) WCBC – Esclusham Below Public Footpaths 9 and 10 and an unrecorded footpath between Wrexham Road and a pedestrian level crossing on the Wrexham to Shrewsbury line – ‘Temporary prohibition of Pedestrians Order 2022’. SG Estates have requested a further 6 month extension on the temporary closures as contained in the aforementioned Order. E-mail advising of the request, along with a copy of the original, temporary Order, along with a plan detailing the said footpaths, shared with members. Comments requested by the 17th of November. Following discussion, the Council unanimously agreed to support the request for a further 6 month extension to the Order, but would not wish to see this extended any further. The Clerk instructed to write to Sean Hanratty at WCBC to advise as such. Action: Clerk

c) Modification Order > Definitive Map. Cllr Mabyn Pickering advised that she, and Cllr Val Morgan, had been approached by a number of local residents (walkers/ramblers) asking if the portion of disused railway line located beyond the A483 to the path along Offa’s Dyke could be formally adopted as a path. Cllrs Pickering and Morgan subsequently spent considerable time collating statements and comments from regular users and ask if the Community Council are supportive of a request for a Modification Order. Unanimous support forthcoming from the Council and the Clerk was instructed to liaise with both Councillors to submit a Modification Order application to WCBC. Further to the above Modification Order, which was submitted on the 5th of October 2022, and with WCBC yet to determine the application, the Community Council do, after twelve months have elapsed, have the option of applying to Welsh Ministers for a ‘direction to determine’. To look at moving matters along, a letter has been was sent to the Welsh Government Rights of Way team, asking that WCBC be directed to determine the application as soon as possible. Relevant correspondence shared with members. Noted 
c) The Clerk gave a brief update to the Council regarding the arrangements for the Senior Citizens Christmas Party on the 8th December. All proceeding to plan at present and Councillors asked if, as in previous years, they would be willing to drop-off a raffle prize at the Parish Hall > unanimous confirmation. The Clerk confirmed that he may contact individual Councillors during the run-up to the party to discuss particular tasks.
